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Pupils try to get five consecutive basketballs through a hoop. The pupils who manage to do so, are awarded a prize at the celebration assembly, e.g. a basketball.
Equipment:
· basketball (or netball);
· basketball hoop (or netball goal);
· tape or chalk;
· scoresheet (provided in this pack);
· pen or pencil.

Instructions
1. Set up a basketball hoop (or netball goal). 
2. Mark a starting position with tape or chalk.
3. To start the activity, invite a pupil to begin the challenge and provide them with a basketball.
4. Explain the aim of the activity is to get five consecutive basketballs through the hoop.
5. If the pupil gets five consecutive basketballs through the hoop, write their name on the scoresheet.
6. Invite another pupil to start the challenge and repeat the activity.
7. At a celebration assembly, award all the pupils who got five consecutive basketballs through the hoop with a certificate and a prize, e.g. a basketball.
